Abalkin’s Readings:
The Economic Growth of Russia
Round Table
on the topic: Reindustrialization of Russia:
Opportunities and Restrictions

Russia has huge territorial and natural resources, which
allow the country to build a strong foundation for the de-
velopment of the internal market, go through the rein-
dustrialization stages and seamlessly move on to a
post-industrial development phase. But where are the
drivers of this process? What are the main ways and mech-
anisms?

Russia’s eternal question — What to do? — emerges
on a closer examination of the topic of reindustrialization.
In order to find an answer, VEO of Russia invited S.D. Bo-
drunov, Director of the Institute of New Industrial Devel-
opment, to deliver his keynote report.

«A new high-tech industrialization course requires the
creation of a competitive, sustainable, structurally bal-
anced industry and the scientific and technological base
adequate to modern challenges», the keynote speaker
says. According to him, only then Russia will be able to
take its rightful place in the established global economy
and a new technological order. It hard to argue with this
statement, yet traditionally the Free Economic Society of
Russia considers all authoritative opinions, which were
expressed during the Round Table discussion.

The report consisted of several
parts: the analysis of the deindustrialization phenom-
enon, economic conditions of the Russian economy, the
reindustrialization process of the Russian economy with
its limitations and risks.

S.D. Bodrunov said that Russia needs a new industrial
development in view of the coming decades’ chal-
lenges. He finds it necessary to increase the volume of
investment programs in the sphere of innovation, par-
ticularly aimed at infrastructure development. If devel-
oped, this area could create millions of jobs in the
future and strengthen the position of entrepreneurship.
Also, participants of the Plenary session could see a de-
tail analysis of reindustrialization of the Russian econ-
omy. The situation once again confirms the fact that
the current growth model is exhausted and the econ-
omy should move on to a new model. And this transi-
tion should be based upon reindustrialization, namely:
the restoration of certain capacities lost in the preced-
ing period and the launch of innovative modernization,
S.D. Bodrunov stressed.

The discussion was attended by:

G.Kh. Popov — President of VEO of Russia, President
of the International Union of Economists, President of
the International University in Moscow, President, Hon-
orary Academician of the International Academy of
Management, Academician of the Academy of Natural
Sciences, Doctor of Economics, Professor. In his mes-
sage, G.Kh. Popov noted that we are increasingly seeing
a need to change the Russian economy growth paradigm,
namely: to focus on the development of scientific and
technical sectors, new scientific ideas. Russia has a fu-
ture, but only if new scientific and applied sciences sec-
tors are established and enjoy demand in world markets.

Yu.V. Yakutin — Vice President of VEO of Russia, re-
search manager of CJSC Ekonomicheskaya Gazeta Pub-
lishing House, scientific editor of the Economics and
Spirituality Russian Classical Library, President of the
Academy of Management and Business Administration,
Chairman of the Board of Directors, Academician of the
International Academy of Management, RF Honored Sci-
entist, Dr. Sc.

Currently, we clearly
see that the commodity-based economic model has ex-
hausted itself. We need to restructure the economy
based on the innovative revival of industry and develop-
ment of human capital, Yu.V. Yakutin stated in his report.

R.S. Grinberg — Vice-President of VEO of Russia, Di-
rector of the RAS Institute of Economics, Vice-President
and Academician of the International Academy of Man-
agement, RAS Corresponding Member, Dr. Sc. (Econ.),
Professor. R.S. Grinberg noted the special role of civil
society institutions, namely the Free Economic Society
of Russia (VEO of Russia) in building an adequate model
of the Russian economy modernization able to meet
modern realities, and the concept of the entire state’s
effective development policy.

A.N. Dmitrievsky — Director of the Institute of Oil
and Gas, RAS Academician, Dr. Sc. (Geology nd mineral-
ogy), professor. Topic: Resource and Innovative Impetus
to the Development of Russia’s Economy. If we don’t ur-
gently introduce innovative oil and gas production and
petrochemical technology, the country’s oil production
can reduce to 40,0—50,0 million tons by 2020—2022
and the Russian economy will still focus on commodi-
ties, A.N. Dmitrievsky emphasizes in his report.

K.S. Teteryatnikov — Advisor to the President and
Chairman of the Board of Bank of Moscow, Ph.D. in Law.
Topic: Reindustrialization and Funding Issues. Role of
Backbone Banks. K.S. Teteryatnikov outlined a number
of problems, which, in his opinion, should be solved:
part of the National Welfare Fund should be transferred
to backbone banks to increase the share of investment
products in the loan portfolios (currently it is 8%); in-
terest rate for investment loans should be limited by
law to ensure control over the target use of funds for the
purchase of new machinery, equipment and technologies.

Topic: Reindustrialization: whether it is possible in
today’s Russia? Given the current state of the economy,
industrial growth can be achieved only through the cre-
ation of industrial systems based on the latest indus-
trial technologies, M.A. Korobeynikov said.

D.I. Gorodetsky — Head of Administration of the
Domodedovo urban district. Topic: Discussing the Rein-
dustrialization Issues. D.I. Gorodetsky presented the
practical results of reindustrialization based on the ex-
ample of the Domodedovo district, which allowed the
district to launch global projects such as the Russia Na-
tional Park; World Air Hub (effective model of traffic
management) and the construction of Aerotropolis (an
airport city); medical and industrial, engineering, food
processing and industrial-building clusters; Centre of
Eurasian Cooperation.

0.S. Sukharev — Leading Research Associate of the
RAS Institute of Economics, Dr. Sc. (Econ.), Professor.
Topic: Reindustrialization of Russia: Technological De-
velopment. In his report, 0.S. Sukharev introduced the
Russian economy development trends that should be
enhanced: improving the efficiency of mining, energy
and commodity sectors; infrastructure projects; stimu-
lating the development of export and domestic produc-
tion; engineering; use of Russia’s patent potential and
entering the world markets.

N.N. Tyutyuryukov — Professor, Department of Taxes
at Financial University under the Government of the
Russian Federation, Doctor of Economics. Topic: Tax Sys-
tem as a Tool for Reindustrialization of Russia. The goal
of the state is to ensure sustainable economic growth.
Sustainable economic growth is ensured, inter alia,
through the use of effective tax regulation, N.N. Tyu-
tyuryukov said.

V.V. Kardashevsky — Advisor to the General Director
of the Russian National Center of Living Standards.

D.E. Sorokin, Member of the Presidium of VEO of Rus-
sia, Chairman of the Scientific and Practical Council of
VEO of Russia, First Deputy Director of the RAS Institute
of Economics, Head of the Macroeconomic Regulation
Department of the Financial University under the Gov-
ernment of the Russian Federation, RAS Corresponding
Member, Dr. Sc. (Econ.), Professor, hosted the Round
Table.

The main report at the Round Table was delivered by
R.S. Grinberg, Vice-President of VEO of Russia, Director
of the RAS Institute of Economics, Vice-President and
Academician of the International Academy of Manage-
ment, RAS Corresponding Member, Dr. Sc. (Econ.), Pro-
fessor.

R.S. Grinberg believes that the answer to the ques-
tion «How does the economy affect the happiness?» is
as follows: economy gives people satiety, security and
freedom; with such a base set, people can make choices
and position themselves in life. As to the future of Rus-
sia, we can choose the path of development and the
economy (a planned economy in the past and recently
the market economy) is to bring the country to the
«happiness». And yet «almost the only instrument ca-
pable of reversing the emerging negative trends is the
implementation of large-scale projects to upgrade the
infrastructure and technological base of the economy.

From a practical point of
view, D.I. Gorodetsky presented the results of his activ-
ities and noted that targeted investment policy and a
consistent approach to governance at the national, city
or — in this case — district level brings people closer
to a feeling of happiness.

To this
end, A.B. Dolgin and his colleagues turned to the Russ-
ian-speaking Facebook to measure the emotional self-
awareness among users depending on frequency of use
of words with positive and negative connotation in
their comments and postings.

Summing up the results of the roundtable R.S. Grin-
berg says that «economy» certainly affects «happiness»
and vice versa. In economic terms, happiness is a high
level of well-being and the «atmosphere» of happiness.
Therefore, if we want to work to increase the level of
happiness in Russia, then (in addition to the GDP per
capita growth) we need to create the «atmosphere» of
happiness in the country: develop civil society, human
capital, culture, education, but all these are impossible
without economic prosperity and stability of the state.

«... The concept of Economic Sociodynamics, we give
an entirely new interpretation of the place and role of
the state activities in the modern market economy and
substantiate the legitimacy and necessity of a system-
aticinvolvement of the state in the economic life of so-
ciety, while the standard traditional market doctrine
denies such a role and contrary to prevailing practice
argues that «the less the state, the better for the econ-
omy». Unfortunately, this thesis has been the basis for
the entire policy in Russia since the beginning of re-
forms, which in fact led to their enormous social costs.
The Economic Sociodynamics concept does not idealize
or demonize the state. We just prove and show that
there are vast areas of the economy where private busi-
nesses and self-regulatory mechanisms do not work due
their own nature. That is when a special interest of so-
ciety arises and only the state can ensure this interest.
In practice, it is about a regular budgetary support for
culture, education, science, healthcare, personalincome
redistribution, etc. In general, according to our concept,
sustainable development of civilized countries is only
possible when private businesses and the state are
doing not denying, but complementing each other».

According
to him, the recommendations from the experts of the
International Union of Economists are... «indubitably
significant and taken into account in the development
policy of not only the economies of separate countries,
but also the international society in general».

The main report on the topic: «Social Dimensions of
New World Economy» was made by Ruslan Semenovich
Grinberg — Director of the RAS Institute of Economics,
Vice President of VEO of Russia, Vice President, Acade-
mician of the International Academy of Management,
RAS Corresponding Member, Dr. Sc. (Econ.), Professor.

R.S. Grinberg is giving his speech
Bsicmynaem P.C. Iputibepe

«... If we try to talk about the social dimension of
the new global economy, there is no country better than
Australia, as it is able to present the unique model of a
human community. It must be said that, in some sense,
the ideas of utopists and humanists have been imple-
mented here since the XVIII century proving that, after
all, a classless society can exist to a certain extent and,
despite the differences in people, every person has the
right for dignity, happiness and human life. From this
viewpoint, Australia is a very rare but, fortunately, very
important example of such a community...» — Ruslan
Semenovich started his report specifically with this the-
sis. In his further speech, he told about some trends,
so-called global economic trends that have an impact
on the social sphere and future of the world in general:
scientific and technical progress; globalization; dupli-
cation of the world’s population over the past 50 years:
in 1963, the global population amounted to 3,5 billion
people, and this number increased up to seven billion
people by 2014.

A bit more than one billion people out of these seven
billion inhabitants lead a «decent-level life». Russia is
facing the situation, when 20% of its population lives
like human beings, and 80% of its people struggle for
survival. Can this ratio be changed? What is the proba-
bility of forming such a policy that would be able to
break the current course of events and change this ratio
to 80/20 rather than 20/80? This question is still open...

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R.S. Grinberg considers it reasonable for the govern-
ment to support and systematically finance science, ed-
ucation, culture and healthcare because of the fact that
market forces cannot cope with this goal. Strategic
planning is necessary too; however, it should be in the
form of plans and drivers rather than orders. All these
aspects are possible, Ruslan Semenovich claimed in his
speech: «...some new understanding of the agenda is
formed. We criticize public authorities, as they are en-
gaged in tactics and do not actually pay attention to
goal-setting. However, it is very important, otherwise
we cannot go on without any plan here... When you
don't have a clear goal, when you don’t know what har-
bor to go to, as the ancients said, you won't be able to
catch a fair wind».

At the modern stage, «...the development prospects
of any country depend on how effectively it will be able
to fit into the system of global economic cooperation
and use the potential of international division of labor
for the purposes of economic development. Regional
integration is one of the ways to achieve this goal».

On November 18, 2011, the Declaration on the
Eurasian Economic Integration was approved. Accord-
ing to the document, our nearest goal is the complete
the realization of the potential of the Customs Union
and Common Economic Space. Further on, we move to
the establishment of the Eurasian Economic Union that
will provide additional capabilities for effective coop-
eration in the spheres of technologies, innovations, sci-
ence and education. It is possible to state that, in
addition to the Customs Union that functions to the full
extent by now, we will have the common market of serv-
ices, capital and labor by 2015.

Nowadays the Customs Union is the largest integra-
tion association in the Eurasian territory, with the pop-
ulation of about 170 million people and total GDP of
almost 2,3 trillion US dollars. The volume of foreign trade
between the Customs Union’s countries and third-party
countries amounted to 939,3 billion US dollars in 2012,

Nowadays the subject of Corporate Social Responsi-
bility (CSR) becomes more and more popular within the
business society. It is considered that the most precise
CSR definition is the one formulated in ISO 26000
Guidelines for Social Responsibility as of 2010. Social
responsibility is a responsibility of an organization for
the impacts of its decision and activities on society and
the environment, through transparency and ethical be-
havior that contributes to sustainable development, in-
cluding health and welfare of society, takes into
account the expectations of stakeholders, is in compli-
ance with applicable law and consistent with interna-
tional norms of behavior.

Switching to the ideology of sustainable develop-
ment as the most complex and systematized movement
of the global business society should become the top
priority for Russian companies. However, at the current
stage, only few Russian corporations have adopted this
practice of conducting a socially responsible business,
whereas developing corresponding prerequisites to
form the new vision of the role of a business society in
the sustainable development of the country will require
time, summarized A.N. Asaul.

The research
findings have been widely used at both microeconomic
and macroeconomic levels to determine the magnitude
of national wealth and society’s losses caused by dis-
eases and natural disasters. They are also used in the
sphere of life insurance and for the purpose of deter-
mining the efficacy of investments into education,
healthcare, migration and for many other purposes. «...
Consequently, the Russia’s social and economic policy
should be based on an increase in the population’s rev-
enues and reduction in differences in the social and
economic development of the regionsy, Lyudmila Niko-
layevna emphasized.

February 19, 2014 the House of Economists hosted
round table on the topic: Innovative Aspects of Munic-
ipal Economy Development.

Among those who attended the forum, there were
members of the International Academy of Management
and Free Economic Society of Russia, representatives of
economic community, Russian scientists, business ex-
ecutives, media members and young economists.

The keynote report was made by doctor of economics
D.I. Gorodetsky, head of administration at Domode-
dovo Urban District, Moscow Region. In his speech
Dmitry Igorevich highlighted the growth dynamics of
Domodedovo, described the specific features of this ter-
ritory, dwelled upon municipal innovation studies ba-
sics and problems that hamper implementation of
innovation strategy — namely immaturity of corporate
forms and stimuli %,or private sector participation, lack
of efficient mechanisms for motivation of innovative
activities, underdeveloped legal framework, etc.

A.V. Odintsova — a leading researcher of the Feder-
ative Relationship and Regional Development Center
under the Institute of Economics of Russian Academy
of Sciences, doctor of economics, professor — high-
lighted the pressing challenges dealing with financial
support of municipalities and told about the foreign
experience of inter-municipal cooperation and practice
of delegating the authority of municipal self-government.

N.K. Maksyuta — member of the Committee for Fed-
eral Form of Government, Regional Strategy, Local Self-
Government and Affairs of the North of Russia’s
Federation Council, member of the International Acad-
emy of Management, doctor of economics and manage-
ment — explained the principles of creating municipal
administration system in large territories, quoting Vol-
gograd Region as an example. He stressed that drawing
areas’ certificates will help solving the problems of their
development and targeted financing.

V.I. Batsin — corresponding member of the Interna-

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Dangerous Pessimism
Why we should stop demonizing the role of state in economy

All indicators of the Russian economy seem to have
faded today. This fact triggers something similar to
panic both in the society and in the corridors of power.

Last fall, the Ministry of Economic Development and
Trade of Russia presented an updated mid-term (up to
2016) forecast and a long-term (up to 2030) scenario
of the social and economic development of the country.
Indubitably, this fact is commendable. Setting long-
term landmarks is the initial prerequisite to sustainable
economic development. By providing the succession of
the state economic policy, they contribute to the
growth in the activity of private entrepreneurship.
However, this happens only when such landmarks imply
dynamic actions from authorities in order to focus the
existing potential of the nation on the achievement of
important social and economic goals.

This is testified to by the historical experience of the
leading countries in the modern world (let us recall The
New Frontiers by F. Roosevelt, the strategy of the post-
war revival of Germany and Japan, the current growth
of China resting upon a step-by-step long-term strat-
egy), and our own experience from Peter the Great to
the GOELRO plan and so on. Does the scenario sug-
gested by the Ministry of Economic Development and
Trade meet this criterion?

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The Main Areas of Activities for the Period of up to
2018 were examined on January 31, 2013 at the Gov-
ernment session chaired by the President of our country.
The document approved by the Head of the Government
following the session results states: «In the forthcom-
ing mid-term period, there is a need to provide entrance
to the trajectory of sustainable economic growth at the
level of no less than 5%, perform technological mod-
ernization and modernize the infrastructure, social and
state institutions meeting the challenges of the modern
world development, form a competitive and effective
economy and use this basis to achieve a decent level of
life for the Russian citizens relevant to the status of
Russia as one of the leading world empires of the 21st
century». Simultaneously, it is noted that the growth
making 2-3% annually is critically small, as in this case
«it will be impossible to balance the economic and so-
cial constituents of country’s developmenty.

Overall, the expert society shared these estimates.
Discussions were only connected with the methods of
providing the required growth rates.

However, only in two months after the approval of the
Main Areas of Activities, the Ministry of Economic De-
velopment offers a basic 2014—2016 scenario, in com-
pliance with which the annual growth rates for the GDP
will make only 3,6%. Besides, the forecast and the sce-
nario presented last fall suggest so-called conservative
options as hasic for the first time over the whole history
of developing such documents. According to them and
the specification towards the further drop in the rates
in 2013 and 2014 performed by the Ministry on the last
days of 2013, the annual GDP growth in 2013—2018
will make only 2,9% instead of the minimum value of
5%. This means that the economy will step on that «red
line» behind which, as the Main Areas claim, the mis-
balance of the economic and social constituents of the
country’s development or, simply stated, movement to-
wards a large-scale crisis is.

The predicted drop in the economic growth rates has
inevitably triggered the downward reconsideration of
the planned future incomes of the country’s budgets
too. As a result, the budget for the planed period (in
compliance with the forecast) implies a reduction in
the expenses of the budget system on the development
of infrastructure, science, education and healthcare.
One can hardly doubt that people making this forecast,
serious professionals, do not realize what the long-term
influence of this situation on the social and economic
development of the country might be, taking into account
the current condition of the spheres to be «optimized».

Nonetheless, there is an impression that economic
authorities have actually put up with the existing situ-
ation. Otherwise, it is hard to find an explanation to the
fact that instead of looking for the ways of breaking the
current negative trend, the current forecast «implies
the preservation of inertial trends, a conservative in-
vestment policy pursued by private companies and their
relatively low competitiveness both in the internal and
external markets, restricted expenses on the develop-
ment of companies belonging to the infrastructural sec-
tor». Being consistent in this aspect, the authors of the
forecast proceed from the fact that no structural
changes resting upon the significant increase in the pri-
vate capital accumulation norms will happen until 2016.

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They exclude the large-scale net inflow of private for-
eign capital, the significant improvement of the busi-
ness climate, quantitative monetary easing in order to
provide for the high growth rates of investment and
consumer lending vs. the reduction in the scale of
household saving, the drastic extension of the state de-
mand and modification of the existing budget rules, al-
though they confess that all these measures will be
needed for a full-scale implementation of all objectives
specified by the President of the Russian Federation in
his decrees No. 596—606 as of May 7, 2012.

This lack of belief in the possibility of overcoming the
existing negative trend in full measure has been copied
to the long-term scenarios for the period of up to 2030
too. At the same time, it is noted that the updated ver-
sion «is somewhat inferior... to the values of the con-
servative forecast as of March 2013», which is connected
with the «more conservative hypotheses on enhancing
the competitiveness of Russian enterprises, state and
private investments in the development of infrastruc-
ture, science and human capital assets».

As aresult, in compliance with the basic scenario, the
average annual GDP growth rates will be gradually drop-
ping over the whole period under study: down to 2,5%
in 2021—2025 and down to 2,1% in 2026—2030. Be-
sides, they stay below the predicted growth rates of the
world economy for this period of time. Finally, the share
of Russia in the world GDP drops from 4% in 2012 down
to 3,4% in 2030. Will Russia retain its place among the
countries with quickly developing markets if such a sce-
nario is implemented, and what will be its position on
the political and economic map of the world? Neverthe-
less, after its approval, this scenario of the Russian
economy’s dynamics might become history as the fore-
cast of its inevitable stagnation with all social and
geopolitical consequences for the country resulting
from it. It is useless to talk about the influence of this
scenario on the entrepreneurial activity of the private
sector thus aggravating the negative trends.

However, is it possible that the forecast from the Min-
istry of Economic Development and Trade reflects ob-
jective facts that are stronger than all desired
optimistic scenarios?

It should be noted here that a five-percent annual
growth is not an unusual phenomenon. The annual GDP
growth used to make 6,9% after the crisis in the 1990s
and during the period of restoration in 1999—2008. At
the same time, even in 2008 it was 5,6%, despite the
fact that the crisis began in the fourth quarter. Al-
though it should be mentioned that at least a half of
the high growth rates in 1999—2008 was provided by
the external economic focus on the Russian power and
reserve export, as the Ministry claimed several times.
However, this resource is depleted today. Thus, only in-
ternal sources might become a driver of further eco-
nomic growth, primarily — labor productivity with due
account for the existing long-term trend towards the
reduction in labor resources. However, the basic fore-
cast for the period of up to 2030 implies the reduction
in the average annual growth rates for this indicator
from 3,8% in 2010—2013 to 3,6% in 2014—2020 and
down to 2,1% in 2026—2030. Besides, it is noteworthy
that this will happen at the current twofold or threefold
gap from the leading countries of the modern world.

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Such pessimistic assessment of the future suggested
by the Ministry of Economic Development looks quite
reasonable, if we assume that the authors of the current
forecasts have put up with the fact that the Russian
economy modernization goals that have been declared
over at least past 10 years cannot be implemented. Re-
ally, in compliance with the data provided by the Min-
istry, about 80% of the production equipment in the
real sector of economy has the service life of 16 to 35
years. For example, over a half of the equipment in the
machine-building sector has been working for over 25
years. It is clear that it is impossible to enhance labor
productivity and make competitive products with such
a technologically obsolete and worn-out base. It is ob-
vious that this situation requires a scenario implying
the accelerated modernization of the economic basis
of the economy, which of course demands higher in-
vestments in this sector. However, the basic scenario
predicts the «fading» of the rates of investments in the
basic capital. Apparently, realizing the consequences
of such a development route, the authors of the fore-
cast for the period of up to 2016 make a reservation
that «there is a risk that the planned productivity
growth parameters will not be fulfilled», and therefore
«the probability of a stronger slackening of economic
dynamics (by 0,2-0,3 p.p.) exceeds the likelihood of a
more intensive growth vs. the basic forecast».

However, the question might be as follows: What is
the reason for the fact that, despite all efforts focused
on the modernization of the material and technical pro-
duction base, they do not bring any significant results?
Strange as it may seem, we can find an answer in the
documents authored by the same Ministry.

Earlier, the Forecast of the Social and Economic De-
velopment of the Russian Federation for 2012—2014
stated: «The development of the Russian economy in
the period of reforms shows that liberal, purely market
mechanisms do not lead to the fast development of hi-
tech production sectors. Such a situation requires the
activation of state interference in the country’s econ-
omy and a complex modernization policy». The «Indus-
try Development and Its Competitiveness Enhance-
ment» State Program emphasizes that as far back as «at
the beginning of the 2000s, it became obvious that the
industry would be unable to enter the required level of
competitiveness without state participation in solving
the key infrastructural, investment and innovative ob-
jectives» and therefore «it would be necessary to de-
velop a state industrial policy determining national
goals and priorities in the industrial sector, to form de-
velopment strategies for the branches of industry and
their implementation instruments». The same logic of
the forecast for the period of up to 2016 says that the
prerequisite to its feasibility when it comes to labor
productivity growth is the «implementation of state
programs and the programs on the innovative develop-
ment of companies with state participation».

However, over the whole period of the economic
growth in the 2000s, they have been pursuing a directly
opposite policy originating from the ideological postu-
lates of the 1990s and resting upon the illusion of the
unconditional favorability of self-regulation mecha-
nisms and demonization of any state economic activity.
The inevitable result of such an approach was the use

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of «hand control» methods, which allows one to solve
some individual objectives, but is unable to switch the
economy to the mode of balanced sustainable develop-
ment. Moreover, one of the «hand control» results is
the excessive presence of the state in those sectors of
economy where it should be minimized vs. the obvious
shortage of state participation where it is really
needed. In fact, the whole economy of our country has
to exist in an obviously paradoxical or even schizo-
phrenic medium: the state systematically interferes
into the spheres where it should not be present (bu-
reaucratic burden on private business) and ignores pub-
lic problems that can be solved only with its
participation (strategic planning, structural changes,
diversification priorities, social leveling, active large-
scale support for science, education, healthcare and
culture). At the same time, we do not have time to wait
for the acceptable quality of state institutions and
postpone the search of solutions to these problems.
There are extremely high risks that the country will
enter technological backwoods.

Therefore we are sure that perhaps the only instrument
being able to overcome the existing negative trends is the
implementation of large-scale projects on modernizing
the infrastructural and technological base of economy.
At the same time, this maneuver should be performed as
soon as possible with the existing internal and geopolit-
ical time constraints.

Such a fast investment maneuver can be performed
only by the state. Russian and world experience shows
that they are exactly state investment projects that can
give an initial impetus to large-scale modernization. In
this context, the idea of reviving Siberia and the Far East
as a national priority for the whole 21st century sug-
gested in the President’s Letter can become the landmark
to create the vector of sustainable economic growth.

However, there is a need to meet three basic criteria
to bring such a policy to life.

First — rejecting the demonization of the role of
state in the economy. There is a need to understand
that discussions about the appropriateness or inappro-
priateness of state investment projects are beyond the
modern scientific economic thought, and to stop fright-
ening ourselves with state capitalism in this connec-
tion. In due time, such demonization of market
mechanisms when the objective need for their large-
scale development was opposed not to the economic
reality, but to ideologemes about the incompatibility
of these mechanisms with the preservation of the purity
of the «socialistic» primate’s principles of so-called
public (and in fact state) ownership applicable to the
means of production cost a lot to the Soviet economy.
Is it really expedient to repeat the same mistake today
with the same consequences by appealing not to the
existing economic reality, but to the impossibility of
giving up the «market purity» principles this time?

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Discussions in this sphere should only exist within
the sphere of assessing the projects economic effi-
ciency and the mechanisms of control over the appro-
priate use of investments to be implemented.

Second — radical changes in the monetary policy to
finance this investment maneuver. The essence of this
maneuver is beyond the scope of this article. It should
only be reminded here that the 2009 crisis has shown
the following: a financial «airbag» allows for preventing
the «collapse» of the financial system and social indi-
cators over a certain period of time, but it does not pre-
vent an avalanche-like production drop. It is exactly
the obsoleteness of production facilities that did not
make it possible to compensate for the drop in the ex-
ternal demand for power and reserves in 2009 with the
growth in internal demand, which was, however, rele-
vant to China where the stimulation of the internal de-
mand increased the latter during the crisis year by
almost 15%, which resulted in a more than 9-percent
GDP growth. Today, the same obsoleteness impedes the
acceleration of the economic growth.

Third. Due to the objective restrictions, state projects
can provide technological breakthroughs in very impor-
tant, but only separate segments of the national econ-
omy. The state should have an exceptionally important
role of giving a strong initial impetus to modernization.
A compulsory prerequisite to its success is the active
participation of the private entrepreneurship sector in
this process. It should «take up» and develop this ini-
tial impetus, which requires the use of state-private
partnership mechanisms.

However, this partnership should be based not on
conation from state authorities, but on an economic in-
terest in it from the critical mass of the entrepreneur-
ship stratum. Without that, the Government’s efforts in
this direction will either give extremely limited results
for the national economy or will be used by foreign
competitors. Unfortunately, usually Russian entrepre-
neurs do not have such an interest today. The reason is
that the key instrument of a competitive struggle for
Russian entrepreneurs is not technological or organi-
zational modernization, but «protection» from a person
having one or another «public position», which is noted
by the entrepreneurs themselves and high-ranking pub-
lic officials.

These circumstances are rather serious. To some ex-
tent, they have become systemic. However, it does not
mean that they cannot be overcome. It is bad when cit-
izens lose heart, but it is even worse when authorities
avoid problem solving and yield themselves to the
mercy of the natural flow of events. Authorities should
act and the country needs another, optimistic forecast
that sets ambitious goals resting upon really working
implementation mechanisms.

Nikolai P. Shmelev, a prominent Russian and Soviet
scientist, social activist, Director of the RAS Institute of
Europe, a member of the Presidium of the VEO of Russia,
Academician of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Aca-
demician of the International Academy of Management,
Doctor of Economics, Professor died on January 6, 2014.

Words fail to convey all the bitterness and pain of this
loss. The death of the prominent scientist, a true intel-
lectual and a representative of the Russian intelligentsia,
a wonderfully bright person, is an irreparable loss not
only for science but also for the entire Russian society.
